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The themes are presented in various combinations, somewhat like a permutation fugue, resulting in frequent part crossing.

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Martin Petzoldt suggests that Bach derived his three-theme structure from commentary on the text (the first verse of the day’s Gospel reading) by Johann Olearius (1611–1684), whose commentary was in J. S. Bach’s personal library. Olearius’s exegesis of John 16:23 is three-fold: 
1. Beginning (Anfang): The eternal word of truth from the true God provides the basis for the prayer: “Truly, truly, I say to you.” Bach’s Anfang theme stresses the opening words, “Truly, truly.”
2. Continuation (Fortgang): The eternal word of truth proceeds to action because there are many words of truth (given by Truth himself) in the “Our Father” (Lord’s Prayer): “if you ask anything of the Father.” Bach’s Fortgang theme makes reference to the seven petitions in the Lord’s prayer with seven descending notes.
3. End (Ausgang): The eternal word of truth seals the outcome: “he will give it to you in my name.”  Bach’s Ausgang theme ends with the leading tone pulling the music toward a conclusion.

Bach chooses the traditional motet style (stile antico) in alla breve meter and the inflexibility of dense fugal organization (with themes overlapping much like a permutation fugue) to depict the certainty and timelessness of Jesus’ promise–the text that begins the Gospel reading of the day.

Sven Hiemke writes, "This cantata in six movements is a sister composition, as it were, to the cantata Wo gehest du hin (Oh, where do you go) BWV 166, performed one week previously. The two works share not only the order of movements (setting of a Bible quotation - aria - chorale - recitative - aria - chorale), but also details regarding the rendering of the text (permitting the assumption that they share the same poet). Both works begin with Christ in direct speech, and the third and sixth movement are based on church chorales so that the movements of free poetry are limited to two arias and one recitative.
